nur e rendered appropriate selections. Pastor L. 
. Kir t, president of the Hospital Board, read a 

hi t rical ketch covering the ten years of Ho,spital 
activity. Following the services a social gathering 
w proYided for in the assembly rooms of St. 

tephen's church. 

A IVERSARY SERMON 

Text: Hebrews 6:10 and 11. 

"God is not unrighteous to forget your work 
and labor of love, which ye have showed toward 
Hi name in that ye have ministered to the saints, 
and do mini ter. And we desire that every one 
of you do how the same diligence to the full as-
urance of hope unto the end." 

There was great rejoicing when on the 29th of 
January 1922 the local Deaconess Hospital was 
dedicated with impressive services. The need of 
a ho pital had been felt for some time in this com­
munity. A small hospital had been opened some 
time pre ious in ~ dwelling acquired for this pur­
poe but, for vanous reasons, it was discontinued. 

Serious cases necessitating n1.ajor operations were 
taken either to Fond ?u ~ac or to Milwa~kee. The 
hospital nearest to_this c1ty was St. Marys ~t Co­
lumbus, twelve miles away. Under thes~ circum­
stances it was only natural that the. desire for es­
tablishing a hospital in this communi.ty sho';lld de­
velop into concerted and eneq~etiC actio? to 
achieve this purpose. It was co-?-~Idere~ advisa?le 
to invite some organization fanuhar With hospital 
work to make propositions regardi_ng t~e manage­
ment of a hospital in this community With the u~­
derstanding that the citizens of Beaver Dam nuse 
sufficient funds to cover the initial expense of 
acquiring and equipping a property suitable for 
hospital purposes. 

Having received word of assurance from the 
Lutheran Deaconess. Association that they would 
take over the management of the hospital under 
the terms, proposed plans were immediately fo~med 
to raise the necessary funds. In a comparativ.ely 
short time the amount necessary for the hospital 
undertaking was oversubscribed by several thou­
sand dollars. A local branch of the Deaconess A~­
sociation was organized whose members ~re affih­
ated with Synodical Conference churches In Beaver 
Dam and vicinity. The report for the fi~st year 
was very encouraging, not only in a financial way, 
but also in point of service rendered . . 

Almost from the very beginning the need for 
more private room~ was apparent and it was hoped 
that an adequate addition could he financed Wtth­
in a reasonable tune. This expectation, however, 
has as yet not nuterialized. It is true that a number 
of major improvements have been tnade as far as 
the physical equipment of the hospital is concer_n­
ed. An X-ray machine has been installed, an tee 
machine, and various other items that make for 
greater efficiency in hospital service. Apart _fro~ 
the features, however, we are not able to p01nt t 
any outstanding phase of development and ~xl 
pansion as far as the physical plant of the hospita 



is concerned. This being the situation, it would 
not surprise us to hear the remark~ uWhy, then, 
observe the tenth anrrivenary of the dedication 
with special services when there is really nothing 
big to show up as a result of ten years of hospital 
endeavor?" 

Dear friends: though this may sound plausible 
the fact remains that we have indeed good reason 
to observe the tenth anniversary of the dedication 
of our Deaconess Hospital. Using the words of· 
our text as a guide, we observe 1. that God is not 
forgetful of our work and labor of love, and 2. 
that this fact should encourage us to continue such 
labor of love. 

1. 

The letter from which our text is taken was ad­
dressed originally to Christians in Palestine, most 
of whom were of Jewish birth. They are given the 
assurance that God is not unrighteous to forget 
their work and labor of love. God is faithful. Not 
one of His promises shall fall to the ground. In 
the words following our text Abraham is men­
tioned as a shining example of God remaining 
faithful to His promises. This was the promise 
given unto Abraham, ((I will bless thee and thou 
shalt be a blessing., Bible history confirms the 
fact of God keeping this promise. The Lord show­
ered upon Abraham temporal and spiritual bless­
ings. And according to His grace He will reward 
the labors of love which are evident in the life 
of every true believer. Concerning the Christians 
in Palestine we are informed that they had minis­
tered to the saints and still do minister unto them. 
The saints to whom they ministered were their 
brethren in the faith. Scriptures tell us how the 
members of the congregation at Jerusalem gave 
expression to their faith by ministering to the poor 
and the needy in the congregation. In order that 
the ministry of mercy might be carried out in a 
most efficient manner they elected deacons as we 
read in the sixth chapter of the Acts. In addition 
many of the earthly Christian congregations em­
ployed women helpers who were called deaconesses. 
St. Paul has much to say in praise of Phebe, a dea­
coness in the service of the congregation at Cen­
t:hrea, near Corinth. It is also a fact that the early 
Christians did not confine their labors of love to 
members of the congregations. No, they would 
minister also to their heathen neighbors and while 
ministering to them they would speak to them 
of Jesus, the only Savior. And great was their joy 
when ever so often they saw the fruits of their 
labors, that through their endeavors, souls were 
won for Christ. 

?ear friends, wherever men are prompted by 
this motive to lead souls to Christ and to com­
fort si.ck brethren, hospital work becomes blessed 
Work Indeed. Though it is generally accepted that 

the primary purpose of a hospital is to restore men 
to health as far as it is possible, the spiritual needs 
of the patient must not be overlooked. On the 
contrary, eminent physicians have admitted with­
out reserve that health of mind, a cheerful Chris­
tian outlook upon life is bound to react favorably 
upon the patient's condition. The eminent British 
specialist, Dr. Mackenzie, was in the habit of ask­
ing, every time a nurse was to be called for one 
of his patients, ((Is she also a sincere Christian? I 
wish to see my patients in competent, Christian 
hands." 

By maintaining our Deaconess Hospital we, too, 
are ministering to the saints. We are providing a 
place for sick members where they may feel at 
home in the days of their illness. In our hospital 
they hear our beautiful and inspiring Lutheran 
hymns as they are sung at the morning and eve­
ning devotions in charge of the matron. Words 
of comfort are spoken to them by the pastor and 
by those ministering to their special needs. 

We are also well aware of the fact that a hos­
pital offers wonderful opportunities for mission­
ary endeavor. While we discourage and disapprove 
of proselyting we do consider it a privilege to 
speak to unchurched patients of the one thing that 
is needful. We know from experience that many 
souls have learned to know and to love Christ 
by coming in contact with Christian nurses who 
were not ashamed to speak of the gospel of Christ. 
And we also know it to be a fact that the Good 
Shepherd of souls has sought and found straying 
sheep who were brought bleeding and broken in 
body and spirit to a hospital where a Christian 
atmosphere prevails. It is only a short time ago 
that we had an experience of this kind at our 
Deaconess hospital. Dear friends, is not this good 
cause for rejoicing that by maintaining our hos­
pital we have ministered to saints, to fellow Chris­
tians and also to the unchurched? And this work 
of love has been done not in the spirit of winning 
the praise of men but to the praise and glory of 
Christ, our Savior. 

And if any one here present is still in doubt 
as to the propriety of our celebrating the tenth 
anniversary of the dedication of our Deaconess 
hospital, permit me to call your attention to some 
far reaching results of our local training school 
for deaconess nurses. A few weeks ago the chaplain 
of a hospital said to me, ((Dear brother, I had al­
ways wished to inform you how much we value 
the services of the deaconess which you sent us to 
serve in our hospital. In addition to her being a 
very efficient nurse she surely has the missionary 
spirit. She has been instru~ental in my havi.ng 
received into our church children and adults With 
whom she made contact in the hospital. She sees 
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o. it that the proper kind of literature is being dis­
tn buted among the patients." 

peaking of our local training school for d~acon­
e nur e may I state here that the first deacon­
e whi h wa ent to India was a graduate from 
the lo al training school? We hope to have her 
with ~ thi year since she is due for a furlough. 

he ~nil be able to tell us in person how the Lord 
h:t! bl ed her .missionary endeavors among the 
women and children o£ her particular mismon 
field in India. 

. nd if somebody will still insist on !sking, His 
ht all that has been accomplished by maintaining 

our Deaconess Hospital?" I could point to the 
~le ed work of love that has been done and is be­
mg done by our. ~eaconesses stationed in the 

pache Indian 1vlissmn down in Arizona. The full 
measure of ble sings however, which God has 
p1ace.d ~ pon the labors of love rendered directly 
a~d rndirectly through our maintaining this hos­
Itai. shall be revealed on the last day. On this da 

t will become apparent also that God is not for~ 

~etful of our 11/ork and labor of lovo but will rc. 
ward us according to His grace. 

2. 
This assurance will s~rve as an encouragement 

to continue our work of love. The Christians in 
Palestine needed encouragement to continue their 
labors of love. We have reason to believe that they 
were in danger of getting discouraged and of 
growing indifferent to the needs of their suffering 
fellow Christians. They are admonished ((to show 
the same diligence to the full assurance of hope 
unto the end." And again we read, ccLet brotherly 
love continue. Be not forgetful to entertain 
strangers: for thereby some h ave entertained ange]s 
unawares. Remember them that are in bonds, as 
bound with them; and them. which suffer adver­
sity, as being yourselves also in the body." Though 
men may forget, and at times do forget the service 
of love rendered unto them, God is not unright­
eous to forget these labors of love. He will requite 
the drop of water given to a thirsty patient; He 
will not forget the cooling h and that we have 
laid upon the fevered brow, nor the word of cheer 
and comfort we have spoken at the bedside of the 
sick. Jesus has said cci w as sick and ye visited Me. 
What ye have done to the least of these My breth­
ren, ye have done it unto Me." 

Come then, dear friends , and let us continue our 
work and labor of love. Though at times we have 
been very much discouraged in carrying on the 
work of maintaining our D eaconess H ospital and 
considered it a great burden, the Lord has always 
helped us to overcome our difficulties. He has truly 
blessed our efforts. Let us rejoice, therefore, and 
thank Him for such blessings. May He continue 
to prosper our work of love. It is truly blessed 
work to minister to the saints and to our fellow 
men in general, as it is expressed in the words of 
the poet: 

((To comfort and to bless, 
To find a balm for woe 
To tend the lone and fatherless, 
Is angels' work below. 

The captive to release 
To God the lost to bring, 
To teach the way of life and peace, 
It is a Christ-like thing." 

The approaching season of Lent reminds u~ of 
the consuming love of Christ, the great Physician, 
who came into this world, not to be ministered 
unto, but to minister, and to give his life as a 
ransom for many. Following in His footsteps 
who made the sick every whit whole, let us prove 
our l~ve to Him. by ministering to our fellow men, 
especially to them that are of the hou sehold of 
f~ith. He will nl">t forget eur labors of love. 'fhey 
shall follow us into eternity according to His 
Word. Amen. 



HISTORICAL SKETCH 
The beginnings of our Deaconess Hospital are 

not yet so remote that they are not unfamiliar to 
most of us. Ten years ago the citizens of Beaver 
Dam and outlying districts submitted a proposal 
through the Merchants and Manufacturers As­
sociation to L. D. A. to conduct a public hospital 
in the city of Beaver Dam according to certain 
stipulations. The proposal was accepted and an 
agreement drawn up and duly signed by repre­
sentative committees. On Feb. 1, 1922, the so­
called Smythe property, after having been duly 
remodeled and equipped for hospital purposes, was 
opened for business. The formal dedication being 
held on Sunday, Jan. 29, 1922. The venerable 
president of the Association, Rev. Ph. W ambs­
ganss, preached the dedicatory sermon. 

During the ten years of operation the follow-· 
ing persons have served successively as superin­
tendent of the hospital: Miss Hildebrandt, Miss 
Kempf£,· Miss Mohr, Miss Dienst, who was suc­
ceeded in office by Miss Thiele, the present in­
cumbent. 

The first class of deaconess graduates was in·· 
stalled March 1~ 1925. The total number of gradu­
ates to date is fourteen. Their names are as fol­
lows: Martha Koehler, Pauline Meyer, Louise 
Radtke, Louise Wegener, Martha Breitenfeldt, 
Adeline Harms, Selma Vogel, Martha Herzberg, 
Frieda Poetter, Dorothea Koenig, Margaret Lauter­
bach, Bertha Schinlke, Dorothea Langhoff, Alma 
Schumann. Of these graduates, one, Dorothea 
Koenig, who had been called to serve in the Dea­
coness Hospital, was called to her eternal reward 
March 23, 1929. 

At present eleven deaconess pupils are enrolled 
in the school. 

The pastors who have assisted in the teaching 
of the deaconess subjects to date are: L. Kirst, G. 
Pieper, E. Reim, E. Walther, M. Nommensen, )XT. 
T. Naumann, H. Geiger, and Supt. Bruno Poch. 

The Hospital has always found local doctors 
willing to teach the nursing subjects, which are 
indispensable in a training school, and is greatly 
indebted to ths medical staff £or invaluable services 
gratuitously rendered. - _ 

Fr0m the very beginning the Hospital is also 
mu~h indebted to St. Stephen's Sewing Circ~e 
wh1ch has ·materially assisted the Hospital in manl­
fold ways. The tenth anniversary of the circle was 
observed a few days ago in an appropriate man­
ner. 

We now present a few interesting statistics cov­
er~ng the past ten years of service: Patient~ ad­
ffiltted 7,742 of which number 4,957 were res1dent 
patients and 2,786 non-resident. There were 1,141 
births. 5,782 were surgical cases and 1,186 medical. 

Th• number of deaths was extremely low---only 
291 out of a total of 8,884 patients. 

Regarding the future, it may be stated that 
plans have already been made some time ago for 
an adequate enlargement to be effected as soon as 
normal times return. 

It may also be stated in this connection that dur­
ing the ten years of operation the organization, 
which has taken over the management of the Hos­
pital, has never yet made an appeal to the gen­
eral public for funds to meet obligations. 

In closing let me add, with thanks unto God, 
the Giver of all good gifts, and with appreciation 
for all who have so loyally cooperated with it, the 
Lutheran Deaconess Hospital, regardless of praise 
or criticism, shall in the future as in the past en­
deavor to serve the purpose for which it has been 
called into being. REv. L. C. KIRST.

Home for a while after New Year, has returned 
to her field of labor at the Lutheran Orphanage 
of the Apache Indian Mission in Arizona. This 
mission is conducted under the auspices of the 
Wisconsin Synod. Misses Louise Gieschen and 
Wilhelmine Boerger are the other two deaconesses 
serving in this mission. 

Pastor Winfield Wickham of our St. Louis City 
Mission paid us a visit recently. Much time was 
given to the discussion of the question ((What is 
to be considered an adequate preparation for a 
deaconess to qualify for social service, especially 
in the fields of family and child welfare work. 
The survey c01nmittee of our association is giving 
much time and thought to this important mat­
ter. Very helpful suggestions for a course in Chris­
tian sociology will be offered in a paper to be pre­
pared by Professor P. E. Kretzmann, Ph. D., D. D., 
at the request of the program committee of the 
Associated Lutheran Charities and to be read dur­
ing the sessions which will be held at St. Louis in 
October. 

In the February meeting the Fort Wayne Ladies' 
Deaconess Auxiliary elected Mrs. J. Rehling as 
president; Mrs. J. Beyerlein as se~retary; and Mrs. 
P. Liebmann as treasurer. A spec1al party has been 
planned for the afternoon of April 26. 

Three deaconess students have entered the 
freshman class in lviarch. Three more students are 
expected to enter in September. We are confident 
that we will be able to place them when they are 
ready to enter the service of the Association. Sev­
eral institutions who had hoped to engage deacon­
e~~es thi~ year are obliged to wait with engaging 
more help until the economic situa:ion ~mpro':es. 
There are many charitable and sem1chantable !n­
